foundations in how beauty is valued? Beauty
is not confined to art alone—it is found in
the simple objects of daily life, in fleeting
paintings on walls, on the ground, in the sand,
and in natural things where humans find

resonance with themselves.

Through comparisons of works from a
wide range of civilizations—African, Latin
American, Asian, Western, and Oceanic—
several universal criteria of beauty emerge:
purity of lines, harmony of colors, rhythm
and movement, and evident emotion. In these
works, subjective and objective foundations
intertwine, reflecting a dialectic that is both
universal and specific. Every nation produces
beauty, though in different forms and with
different meanings based on its beliefs, ideas,
environment, and available materials and

techniques.

Is it possible to find common ground in
aesthetic perception despite the diversity of
cultures? In The Desire for Beauty, Lothar Kév
poses this question and explores it through
the lens of different societies and their artistic
and aesthetic expressions, offering thoughtful

responses.

He argues that beauty is not confined to
nature and art museums but can be discovered
in the everyday lives of people from different
cultures.

The book Belief in the Miraculous Nature of the
Quran presents the outcome of sixteen years
of interdisciplinary and extrinsic research on
the Qur’an’s miraculous aspects using scientific
methods. The findings reveal that there are
numerous examples of the Qur’an’s miraculous
nature across various dimensions. While not every
instance may be 100% definitive due to competing
hypotheses, the accumulation of such examples
can, through a mathematical method based on the
spectrum of human belief and confidence, yield
near-certainty—similar to the concept of “summary
tawRtur” in Hadith studies, where the consistency of
numerous narrations leads to confidence in the core
message. In summary, the methodology presented in

this book offers a quantitative, extrinsic approach to

proving the Qur’an’s miraculous nature and has the

following features:
1. Minimal influence from personal bias or intent.

2. An extrinsic (non-theological) perspective, not
relying on religious assumptions.
3. Quantitative analysis that calculates the degree of
miraculousness.

4. Resistant to the invalidation of results due to
minor doubts in key variables.
5. Enables the accumulation of evidence, allowing
belief to grow progressively with each added piece
of proof.

A New Milestone in the Food Industry: Natural
Paprika Extract Developed by Shahid Beheshti
University Researchers

For the first time in Iran, researchers at
Shahid Beheshti University have successfully

produced a natural paprika extract.

Dr. Samadnezhad Ebrahimi and Dr. Masoud
Rahimi, faculty members at the Research
Institute of Medicinal Plants and Raw
Materials, have developed and registered the
natural paprika extract for use in Gooshtiran
meat products. This product was officially
unveiled during a ceremony at the 1404 Iran
Agrofood International Exhibition, attended
by key officials.

The paprika extract, known as Oleoresin, is an

innovative, health-oriented, and knowledge-
based achievement that marks another
significant step toward industrial advancement

and healthy nutrition in the country.

This product, developed in collaboration with
the Research Institute of Medicinal Plants
at Shahid Beheshti University, is not only
a healthy alternative to synthetic colorants
in meat products but also contributes to
consumer health with its natural antioxidant
properties, thus enhancing national food

safety standards.

Derived from paprika pepper oleoresin,

the extract offers characteristics such as a
natural red color, high thermal stability, color
retention, and water solubility. These features
make it an effective and easy-to-use ingredient
for the food industry. In addition to enhancing
the visual appeal of food products, it also adds

substantial nutritional value for consumers.

Established
in 1963, it honors scholars and top talents in
recognition of their academic excellence and
contributions to the advancement of knowledge.

First Great Bustard Chicks Hatched in Captivity
through Scientific Collaboration with
Shahid Beheshti University

For the first time in Iran, great bustard chicks
have successfully hatched in captivity, thanks to a
joint scientific and operational initiative involving
Shahid Beheshti University. This milestone marks
a significant step toward the conservation and
recovery of this endangered species.

Dr. Farahmand Ahmadzadeh, Associate Professor
at the Department of Biodiversity and Ecosystem
Management at the Environmental Sciences
Research Institute and scientific advisor to the
project, stated that the knowledge and techniques
for breeding great bustard chicks in captivity have
now been successfully localized and implemented
in the country. The program, which utilized eggs
collected from nests found in high-risk natural
habitats, has resulted in the birth of three chicks
that are currently being cared for at the Great

Bustard Research and Breeding Center in the

«Soutav Plain.»

Explaining the importance of the project, Dr.
Ahmadzadeh noted that the great bustard is the
heaviest flying bird in the world and is currently
classified as «Endangered (EN)» on a global scale.
In Iran, its population has declined drastically in
recent decades, with fewer than 20 individuals
now residing in a very limited area near the city
of Bukan in West Azerbaijan Province and a small
part of Saqgez County in Kurdistan Province. Due
to this severe decline, the species is considered a
high conservation priority within the country.

He added that since captive breeding expertise
for the great bustard did not previously exist in
Iran—and due to the urgent need to establish a
backup population—the initiative was launched as
a scientific and research-based collaboration with

the Environmental Sciences Research Institute

at Shahid Beheshti University. Only one egg was
taken from each nest, which typically contains two
or three eggs, minimizing any negative impact on
the wild population. Studies from Europe suggest
that if the species’ behavioral and ecological
sensitivities are respected, the bird is likely to lay a
replacement egg when one is removed.

Dr. Ahmadzadeh concluded by highlighting that
clinical monitoring, growth tracking, feeding
protocols, and the collection of genetic and
behavioral data for the chicks are currently
underway. These efforts aim to improve in-
situ conservation strategies and support the

establishment of a viable backup population.
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Final Round of the 24th Chinese

Faghihi, and Dr. Ahmadreza Zolfaghari —
we declare, and you yourselves bear witness,
that while your presence before martyrdom

was confined by space and matter, in the state

beyond place, you are now present everywhere.
Your spiritual presence has created a
remarkable synergy and fervent motivation
among your colleagues to defend this land of
civilization. We extend our deepest gratitude
to you and ask that you intercede for us to be
included in your noble destiny.

Second, to the honorable people of Iran: Every
page of this proud nation’s history bears
witness to love, honor, sacrifice, and tolerance.
As attested by ancient texts and the verses of
Iran’s legendary poets, these four values are
intrinsic to Iranian culture — a source of
pride across generations. Now, it is our turn.

In order not to be indebted to those before us

or those to come, we must, with love, sacrifice,
honor, and mutual tolerance, push the enemy
back to its own doorstep — God willing.

Third, to the nation’s armed forces and
border defenders: We express our profound
appreciation for beginning the defense from
the enemy’s soil and declare our full support.
As long as the enemy does not engage in
peaceful dialogue and respect for our nation
and its values, advance without hesitation.
We wholeheartedly stand with you and with
Iran. If the enemy’s deceitful promises fail to
bring them to reason, we propose adopting
the offensive strategy of “Ababeel,” exiting the
NPT, and establishing transnational support

Following the recent developments and the hostile
stance expressed by the French President, Dr.
Haqgani, faculty member at the School of Law, has
published the following note:

In a tweet following Israel’s act of aggression
against Iran, French President Emmanuel Macron
wrote: «France has repeatedly condemned
Iran’s current nuclear program and has taken
appropriate diplomatic action in response. In this
context, France reaffirms Israel’s right to defend

itself and ensure its own security.»

Exactly one week prior, the School of Law at
Shahid Beheshti University had hosted three
French professors specializing in international law,
international relations, and geopolitics. They had
joined us from the Paris Institute of Geopolitics
and Sorbonne University. Upon hearing President
Macron’s unfortunate remarks, I was reminded
of a portion of Professor Christophe Réveillard’s
comments during that session, offered in response
to a question posed by Dr. Ghanbari Jahromi. I
have translated that part here for our audience, as
it powerfully illustrates the current state of affairs

in France and among its political leadership:

“We are all legal scholars here, and unfortunately,
we are also all aware of the existence of a discipline
beyond law: politics and geopolitics. As jurists,
we have great respect for natural law and do not

believe in law merely for law’s sake. This is the first

time I wish to speak favorably of the European
Union. We have followed negotiations between
the West and Iran (specifically those involving

European foreign ministers) for many years.

U.S. policy has consistently followed a pincer
strategy: one arm being hard power, and the
other—the diplomatic front—ostensibly handled
by the European Union, though both strategies
have essentially served U.S. interests. In other
words, there have been two faces to American
negotiation: one overt and forceful, managed
directly by the U.S., and one softer, carried out
by Europeans, but both ultimately driven by

American strategy.

Nevertheless, the good news was that the 2015
JCPOA (Joint Comprehensive Plan of Action) was
a significant achievement, in which the Iranian
nuclear issue was finally addressed and resolved

through a legal and reasoned framework.

Alongside the European Commission, the
European External Action Service, which was
effectively established for JCPOA negotiations,
played a key role. This revealed the true nature
of the United States. In his first term, President
Trump was extremely pro-Israel and anti-Iran,
and he unilaterally and illegally withdrew from the
JCPOA. T strongly agree with the statement that
Trump>s withdrawal from the deal was completely

illegal—just as the extraterritorial application of

U.S. law is illegal.

In truth, the American decision to exit the
JCPOA was based on geopolitical (not legal)
considerations. And because the European Union
remains heavily influenced by Atlanticist thinking,
it took no action in response. This withdrawal had
a serious impact on regional stability. As a side
note, this is one of the extreme consequences of
the so-called military-industrial complex, which
has long influenced U.S. politics—especially

around elections and budget approvals.

In summary, although the American actions were
unlawful and a violation of international law,
they succeeded in shifting the broader political
environment against negotiations. The key issue is
that the solution is no longer in European hands.
In my view, resolving this matter depends on the
courage of future European representatives—
courage which is, unfortunately, lacking at present.
These representatives must show the resolve to
resume negotiations with Iran on the basis of the
JCPOA (and subsequent agreements), and under

rational, fair conditions.

These esteemed scholars were deliberately
targeted and assassinated in their own
homes, alongside their innocent families—
an egregious violation of the sanctity of
civilian life and a clear breach of international
humanitarian law.

In a particularly reprehensible act, the private
residence of Dr. Masoud Shamsbakhsh, Deputy
Minister of Science, Research and Technology,
located within the faculty residential complex,

was intentionally destroyed.

Tragically, one of his daughters was killed,

while another sustained severe injuries to her
arm.
Equally appalling was the brutal assault on Mr.
Mohammadreza Zakerian, a leading expert
in artificial intelligence, who was martyred
together with his wife and young children in
their home.

With great sorrow, I must underscore that
this is not the first terrorist attack on Iranian
scientists. Rather, these heinous assassinations
represent the latest in a series of targeted
killings that have systematically sought to
eliminate Iranian scholars over the past fifteen
years.

As you are well aware, the right to science
is enshrined in Article 27 of the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights, and reaffirmed
in several other normative instruments. This
right is a cornerstone of UNESCO’s Natural
Sciences Strategy, particularly under the
imperative to «promote the right to enjoy
the benefits of scientific progress and its
applications.» Furthermore, UNESCO has
committed itself to protecting scientists
through its 2017 Recommendation on Science
and Scientific Researchers, which underscores
the importance of freedom, security, and
dignity for members of the scientific
community.

The Islamic Republic of Iran has long strived
to become a center of scientific excellence.
Its achievements in nuclear technology have

been pursued strictly within the framework

of Article IV of the Treaty on the Non-
Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons (NPT),
which guarantees the inalienable right of
all States Parties to develop and use nuclear

energy for peaceful purposes.

Given the urgent environmental challenges
posed by the overconsumption of fossil fuels,
the need to transition toward sustainable
energy sources such as nuclear energy is more
critical than ever. This technology offers
indispensable tools for achieving sustainable
development  goals, and international
organizations—particularly UNESCO,
which places climate change among its top
priorities—must actively support states in this
regard.

In view of the above, I respectfully call upon
UNESCO and Your Excellency, as the head
of this prominent international scientific and
educational body, to strongly condemn the
targeted killings of Iranian scientists and to
issue a firm, principled, and proportionate
response to this grave violation of fundamental
human rights and scientific freedom. Please

accept, Madam  Director-General, the
